• Monomoy Summer programs will be first come first served this year.  

• The Summer Program is accepting children who have completed grades 
K-4 ONLY. 

 
• Must be Chatham Year Round Resident or Enrolled School Choice 

Student to Register.  All others will be placed on a waiting list 
 

• All summer programs will run for the 8-week period (June 27 -Aug 
19) and require a $25 non-refundable registration fee (per family), 
due at registration. Fees listed are for the entire 8-week program.  
Program fees are used to offset transportation, supervision and 
administrative expenses. Monomoy will assess a $10.00 fee for each 
subsequent schedule change. 

• Fully Completed Registration Forms must be submitted in order to 
register. Forms available beginning April 27.  

• Please note that priority for all scholarship funds is given to Chatham 
year-round residents. 

• Currently enrolled Monomoy Families may early register for Summer  
Friday, April 29th 7:30-5:30PM 
 

• Registrations will be taken from Chatham year-round residents and 
enrolled school choice families only beginning May 2, 2011. In an 
effort to meet the needs of Chatham’s working families, programs will 
maintain an enrollment priority for year-round, full-time, working 
parents residing in the Town of Chatham.  

• Enrollment choices are based on the grade your child just 
completed in June 2011. Participants must have completed 
Kindergarten in order to be eligible for Summer Camp. If your 
child is not already enrolled in a Monomoy program, please 
bring proof of age and completed grade to registration.

• Complete an After School Request Form and select the 

days you would like for care.  
• Complete an after school Program Registration Form.   

If you are registering for the summer, you may use the 
same form for both registrations. 

• Submit a $100 non-refundable deposit to reserve your 
after school days.  No registrations will be accepted without 
the deposit, complete registration form and request form. 
The deposit will be applied to your first bill.  Based on the 
days you’ve selected, the balance of your first after school 
tuition payment will be due on or before Aug 1. If payment 
is not received by Aug 1, your slot for the after school 
program will be awarded to someone on the waiting list. 

 

Please note: This registration is intended for working families 
who know they will need care in September.  If you withdraw  

your request for after school care, your deposit is non-refundable  
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
